A meeting of the Executive Committee was held on Thursday, 2.7.2009 at 3.00 p.m. at Association’s office, Karachi. 

1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 14.5.2009. 

The minutes of the above meetings were approved by all present. 

Matters Arising: 

a)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that he discussed the issue of Light House Advisory Committee (LHAC) with Secretary (Ports & Shipping) who informed him that he is unable to fully understand the issue due to several technical/legal aspects and requested PSAA to engage with Mr.Tariq Sardar, POMMD to prepare brief in order to move forward.  
b)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that he alongwith Mr.M.H.Khokhar, Capt.Abdul Rashid Abro, Mr.Asim Saeed Khan attended the meeting at FPCCI with Secretary (Ports & Shipping) on 16.5.2009 regarding Shipping Agents, Container Terminal Operators and Freight Forwarder’s charges. He informed that no conclusive decision was taken by Secretary (Ports and Shipping). The stand of FPCCI was to rationalize these charges and suggested to Secretary (Ports & Shipping) that Local Rate Advisory Board (LRAB) to be formed as a regulatory body in order to regulate these charges.  

c)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that KDLB Cess issue is getting more complex as Lucky Cement refused payment of Cess money basis silo shipment and on the ground that KPT is not paying its share. He added that on 27.5.2009 PSAA has

written to Secretary (Ports & Shipping) with copy to Chairperson, KPT/KDLB and Executive Committee, KDLB as initial warning about stoppage of Cess payments by Shipping Agents in case of continued non-payment by KPT of its share. It was felt before stopping payment en masse PSAA should call a General Body Meeting in order to take members into confidence.

d) 

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that a presentation on function of Port Safety Department was given to KPT Board of Trustees. It was expected that penalties and working of this Ddepartment will be legalized shortly.   

e)

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that names of Mr.M.H.Khokhar, Rear Admiral ® S.H.Khalid, Mr.Asim Saeed Khan and Capt.Asad Sarfaraz were submitted as members of FPCCI Standing Committee on Ports, Shipping, Maritime and Ship-Building. 
2) To approve Election Schedule for the term 2009-2010
The Election Schedule for 2009-2010 was approved by all present.
3) To appoint Election Commission for the Annual Elections 2009-2010 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that we have to appoint a three member Election Commission to supervise/monitor election process. All the members were  invited for this purpose whereafter following three offered themselves:  
a) Mr.Mohammad Younus Vayani, M/s.Oceanworld (Pvt) Ltd. 

b) Capt.Syed Tariq Qaim, M/s.Bulk Shipping & Trading (Pvt) Ltd.

c) Syed Mussaiyab Ali Rizvi, M/s.Friends (Pvt) Ltd. 

The meeting unanimously approved all these three names. 

4) To approve 3 years Plan of Activities.

3 years Plan of Activities was approved unanimously by all present. 
5) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.

a) 

The meeting did not approve the membership application of M/s.OceanMasters Marine Services (Pvt) Ltd. 

b)

The meeting ratified provisional membership applications of M/s.M.R.Traders and M/s.R.A.Associates. 

f)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that PSAA recommendation on Rationalization of Port Tariff has been submitted and circulated to all Members. In this regard Director 
(3)

General (Ports & Shipping) was supposed to hold a meeting with all stakeholders on 4.7.2009  however, the same has been postponed. He requested all the EC Members to attend as and when the same was held.  
g)
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal sought EC’s advice whether PSAA circulars be sent to provisional members. It was decided not to send them until they become permanent members.

h)

Mr.M.H.Khokhar informed that DCIT/Taxation Officer is creating problems and asking for too many documents in order to grant tax exemption. It was decided to send a circular to all members and collect information about existing status prior to meeting Commissioner of Income Tax in this regard. 
i)
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that KDLB CBA has given their Charter of demands. He requested the participants to provide their input (if any). 
j)

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that Directorate General Trade Organizations (DGTO) in his letter dated 1.7.2009 informed that his office has received number of proposals regarding amendments in Trade Organizations Rules, 2007. For this purpose DGTO has constituted “Trade Organizations Advisory Council” and invited proposals be sent regarding the amendments. Mr.Amir Ali Jamal was asked to circulate this letter to all EC members in order to get their input. However, following items were decided for inclusion in PSAA’s recommendations:
- The composition of Office Bearers should also include positions of Hon. Secretary and Hon. Treasurer. 

-  There should be no requirement for renewal of licence or same should atleast be valid for 10 years initially.  
- The Chairman and Vice Chairman should be elected directly by the members instead of by the Executive Committee members. 
k)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that extensive efforts were made by PSAA against imposition of 16% FED on Port Operators and Container Terminals in the Federal Budget i.e. letter was sent to Advisor to PM on Finance, Minister of State for Finance,  Secretary (Finance), Chairman FBR, etc. informing them that Pakistan’s Ports  already being among the world’s most expensive hence addition of any other charges would further exacerbate the situation. The Federal Minister for Ports & Shipping was also requested to intervene in order to remove the levy. Joint appeal addressed to President and PM by PSAA, PSC, KICT, PICT and QICT was published in Business Recorder on 24.6.2009. Furthermore FPCCI, KCCI, PSC, KCAA, KICT, PICT, QICT, etc. were also asked to add their voice to our contention.
