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Executive Committee Member

A meeting of the Executive Committee was held at 3.30 p.m. on Friday, 16.12.2011 at Association’s office, Karachi. 

Proceedings commenced with Tilawat-e-Kalam-e-Pak by Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi. 
1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 17.10.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 

Matters Arising:

a)

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that on 07.12.2011 PSAA has filed a petition in the High Court of Sindh through Mr.Khawaja Shams-ul-Islam, Advocate High Court and Supreme Court of Pakistan against DGTO challenging grant of licence to APSA.  

b)

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal also informed an amount of 17 lacs has to be collected/generated in order to cover expenses of CCP penalty of rupees 10 lacs and other legal charges and travelling expenses amounting to 7 lacs. He added that so far only Capt.Mohammad Inam’s efforts have yielded fruitful outcome as he managed to collect Rs.25,000 from M/s.Coastal Shipping Services.   
c)

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested to hold events for members in order to recognize their achievements or to recognize services/contribution of Government officials to overcome financial deficit by obtaining advertisements (souvenir and banner) from members. Capt.Kamal Mahmoodi seconded his idea.
2) To discuss joint project of PSAA, PIFFA and ACAAP regarding default payment issues. 

Capt.Javed Iqbal was of the view that unfortunately there are many black sheep amongst Freight Forwarders as compared to Ships Agents/Lines and if PSAA involves itself in such matters there will be no time left for PSAA to take-up/pursue any other important matter.

Mr.Asim Saeed informed aggregate amount of Rs.60 crore is in default which pertains to members of PIFFA. He was of the view if all three associations join hands and take onboard Credit Information Bureau (CIB) of SBP all three can provide a platform in order to safeguard interests of their members.
Mr.Asim Saeed further informed PIFFA will bear cost amounting to Rs.100,000 for consultation with CCP in this regard.
Mr.M.H.Khokhar informed his company accepts payments only vide Pay Orders or Demand Drafts therefore, never faced such problem and advised all stakeholders should adopt this method. He added PSAA has already indulged itself in various unnecessary matters/issues. Capt.M.Inam seconded Mr.M.H.Khokhar’s viewpoint.
Mr.Bilal-ur-Rehman suggested to survey members of PSAA in this regard.
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed this is a pending issue which he had highlighted when he gave charge to new Chairman and requires follow-up. He was of the view surveying   members would not yield any result.  He added we should wait till a positive reply is obtained from CCP.      
3) To discuss future strategy.

Mr.M.H.Khokhar was of the view that Association is dragging into some non-issues especially Tax matters which might be difficult to handle due to its sensitivity as Association don’t have expertise nor have proper/reputed Tax Consultant. 

Mr.Amir Ali informed participants that we should remain focused on operational issues instead of money matters due to the reasons mentioned by Mr.M.H.Khokhar.    

4) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that during the last two and half months when new Executive Committee began its term i.e. from 01.10.2011 several hectic activities took place as follows:
a) The 16th National Trade & Transport Facilitation Committee (NTTFC) meeting was held on 31.10.2011 which was attended by Capt.Javed Iqbal.  
b) A courtesy call was made to Admiral Mohammad Asif Sandila, Chief of the Naval Staff (CNS) on 25.11.2011 Capt.Javed Iqbal, Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended.    
c) Several meetings were held with Customs officials to discuss Stuck-up Containers and other Shipping matters i.e. with Member (Customs) on 13.10.2011, Chief Collector (South) on 12.10.2011, Collector (Preventive) on 14.10.2011 and Additional Collector (Appraisement) 31.10.2011. Capt.Javed Iqbal, Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar, Mr.Syed Qamarul Hasan and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended.    

d) The Advisor, Federal Tax Ombudsman Secretariat held hearings on 27.10.2011 and 14.12.2011 to discuss Stuck-up Containers. Capt.Javed Iqbal, Mr.Qamarul Hasan and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended.

e) National Assembly Standing Committee on Ports & Shipping held meetings on 08.12.2011 and 09.12.2011 discuss drafts of Bill of Carriage of Goods by Sea and Bill of Sea Carriage Shipping Documents. Capt.Javed Iqbal and Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar attended.   

f) The Executive Committee ratified the membership applications of Bena' Co., Inservey Pakistan (Pvt) Ltd., Inshipping (Pvt) Ltd., Ocean Services (Pvt) Ltd. and Sharaf Shipping Agency (Pvt) Ltd.

g) The Executive Committee discussed the letter of FPCCI dated 25.11.2011 requesting Trade Bodies to form CSR (Corporate Social Responsibility) cell. The participants felt that PSAA is fully aware of its responsibilities and played its role whenever necessary. Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that during the earthquake in 2005 and floods in 2010, PSAA members donated several containers and arranged transportation of relief consignments at zero freight which was duly appreciated by Government of Pakistan.
