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Executive Committee Member

A meeting of the Executive Committee was held on Friday, 01.07.2011 at 3.30 p.m. at Association’s office, Karachi. 

1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 05.04.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 
Matters Arising:
a) Advisory for Afghan Transit Trade (ATT)
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar inquired about the advisory which Mr.M.Kareem Ispahani was supposed to prepare for members of PSAA.

Mr.M.Kareem Ispahani replied he will sent advisory shortly to PSAA for circulating to its members. He clarified that the said advisory will be general in nature and will help those Shipping Agents/Shipping Lines who are involved in Afghan Transit Trade.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar requested Mr.M.Kareem Ispahani to draft a letter to Customs to allow de-stuffing of containers and state reasons for not doing so.   
2) To approve Election Schedule for the year 2011-2012.   
The Election Schedule for the year 2011-2012 was approved by all present.

3) To appoint Election Commission for the Elections 2011-2012. 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that we have to appoint a three member Election Commission to supervise/monitor election process. All members were invited for this purpose whereafter following three volunteered themselves:
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a) Capt.Farrukh Qaseem, M/s.Alpine Marine Services (Pvt) Ltd.

b) Capt.S.T.Qaim, M/s.Bulk Shipping & Trading (Pvt) Ltd.

c) Capt.Nazim Mukadam, M/s.Tradesia (Pvt) Ltd. 

The meeting unanimously approved all these three names. 

4) To discuss penalty on vessels violating port parameters. 

The meeting reviewed the suggestion dated 30.06.2011 from Capt.Khalid Hashmi of Trans Group of Companies that present system of seeking approval of slight excess parameters by paying penalty is beneficial to stakeholders.
The issue was discussed and it was decided to reiterate PSAA’s earlier stance regarding strict enforcement of port parameters with the caveat that these parameters be fixed realistically since PQA has invested huge amounts in maintaining its channel, therefore, realistic enhancement of parameters should not be a problem for PQA.    

5) To discuss FTO proceedings.  
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that some more hearings were held on 23.04.2011, 27.04.2011 and 25.06.2011 which he alongwith Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar attended.       
In the hearing held on 27.04.2011 FTO opined that even though several hearings were held and after listening to all stakeholders on this issue there is yet no reasonable progress towards resolution of this long outstanding issue for which he wants to be fair in all respects.  FTO directed Mr.Zahid Masud Jan, Member, MC and Chairman, Ports, Shipping & Multi Modal Transport Sub-Committee, KCCI to summarize this issue and submit KCCI's recommendations which shall also be  shared with all the stakeholders to get their input in order to move further. PSAA updated its members on this issue on 30.04.2011. 

In the last hearing held on 25.06.2011 KCCI nominee Mr.Nasir Mahmood informed that he was not present in the last hearing and therefore he was not aware of any such task assigned to KCCI. FTO directed KCCI to complete the task in about 10-15 days and submit its recommendations.    

6) To discuss CCP order. 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that CCP has issued order dated 22.06.2011 in the proceedings u/s 30 the Competition Act, 2010 – SCN No.02 of 2011 against PSAA which was circulated to all members 27.06.2011. It was decided to file appeal against this judgement in the Sindh High Court through M/s.M.Naim-ur-Rahman Associates.    
a) Following resolution was adopted/passed: 
PSAA Executive Committee has on 1st July, 2011 inter alia passed a resolution stating that it and its members shall, during the subsistence of the Competition Act, 2010, not enter into any agreements inter se its members or recommend any price range that is to be followed by any of its members for providing shipping and allied services in Pakistan.
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b) Following resolution was adopted/passed: 

Resolved that M/s.M.Naim-ur-Rahman & Associates are hereby authorized to file an appeal petition in the High Court of Sindh against Competition Commission of Pakistan’s decision dated 22.06.2011 against PSAA.  
c) The meeting approved a circular for members and letter to concerned public and private entities informing them that PSAA members shall, during the subsistence of the Competition Act, 2010, not enter into any agreements inter se its members or recommend any price range that is to be followed by any of its members for providing shipping and allied services in Pakistan.

d) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that it is estimated Rs.1.7 million was required to meet this extra expenditure i.e. Rs.1.00 million penalty imposed by CCP, Rs.500,000  to M/s.M.Naim-ur-Rahman & Associates for meetings, consultations, drafting a reply to a Show Cause Notice and appearing before the CCP; Rs.200,000 in traveling and misc. expenses. It was decided that Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Capt.Mohammad Inam and Mr.Nader Cowasjee will visit few identified members on 06.07.2011 and request them for contribution.   
7) To approve 3 years plan of activities. 

3 years plan of activities was approved unanimously by all present.  

8) Any other business with the permission of the Chair
i) Background 

The idea of establishing Pakistan as a LCL Transshipment Hub was discussed. At present FCL Transshipment does exist on a limited scale, however, there is an opportunity to turn Pakistan into a LCL Transshipment Hub provided FBR provides the necessary legal framework and the ports provide the requisite infrastructure/space.  
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar briefed EC members about the efforts so far made in this regard i.e. letters were written to KPT, PQA, BOI, GOP’s Economic Advisory Committee (EAC), United States Agency for International Development (USAID)/Pakistan Trade Project (PTP).

Meetings and presentations were made to Mr.Gareth Davies, Chief of Party, USAID/PTP on 01.06.2011 at Avari Towers. Mrs.Rubina Wasti, Collector, Port Muhammad Bin Qasim Collectorate (PMBQC) and Vice Admiral Muhammad Shafi, Chairman, PQA on 22.06.2011 at Port Muhammad Bin Qasim.   Mr.Mohammad Sulaiman, Custom Advisor - Mentor and Mr.Muhammad Saeed, Manager, Improved Trade Environment, USAID/PTP were also present during the meetings with Collector, PMBQC and Chairman, PQA. 
Two meetings were held with PIFFA on 07.04.2011 and 13.06.2011 on this issue.     PIFFA was represented by Mr.Moin Malik Chairman and Mr.Tariq Chaudhry, Former Chairman. PSAA was represented by himself alongwith Mr.Asim Saeed Khan and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal.      
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ii) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal presented the estimated expenditure for the next year. The meeting observed that financial position of the Association is not sound especially when Association has to face major unexpected issues e.g. legal expenses and traveling, etc. It was decided to increase the annual subscription which is currently Rs.12,000. Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that we have to make amendments in the Articles of Association for this purpose which needed approval from the General Body, DGTO and SECP. All present agreed to start this procedure to increase the subscription.      
iii) It was decided to purchase a used automatic Cuore car, Model 2010 costing Rs.750,000 for Deputy Secretary, Syed Tahir Hussain since he is facing enormous problems to travel in public transport on account of his ill health. Since the Association does not have enough funds for this purpose it was therefore decided that each member of the Executive Committee will contribute Rs.75,000. The car will remain in the name of the Association.

iv) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed Mr.Muhammad Mubbashir joined as Office Assistant on 25.10.2010 and was performing well and requested to increase his remuneration from Rs.8,000 to Rs.10,000 with effect from 01.07.2011. All present agreed to this suggestion. 
There being no other business, the meeting terminated at 17:30 hours with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
