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A meeting of the Executive Committee was held on Tuesday, 05.04.2011 at 3.30 p.m. at Association’s office, Karachi. 

1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 09.03.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 
Matters Arising:
The meeting discussed the opinion of Mr.M.H.Khokhar and Mr.Ovais-ur-Rehman about deduction of WHT by Freight Forwarders from the invoice of Shipping Lines/Agents on account of payment on different ancillary charges.  
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar agreed to the view point of Mr.M.H.Khokhar dated 11.03.2011 regarding WHT on ancillary charges and informed to take up the same with ITO in order to resolve this issue amicably.
2) To discuss CCP proceedings.   
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that he alongwith Mr.M.Abdur Rahman (Legal Consultant) and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended the hearing on 25.03.2011 which lasted for one and half hours and presented PSAA’s point of view i.e. historical background of recommending ancillary charges on the request of various Ministries/ Chambers/Trade Bodies from time to time and in order to facilitate/help trade to avoid payment of exorbitant/un-known charges and in order to keep discipline in the market. CCP was represented by following:

Despite not being scheduled earlier, Chairperson CCP also met PSAA representatives. She was co-operative and welcoming and heard PSAA’s point of view for over half an hour.

CCP representatives requested PSAA to provide copies of last 3 annual reports and hinted at the possibility of another hearing to be held in due course.
3) To discuss FTO proceedings.  
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that another hearing was held on 10.03.2011 which he alongwith Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar and Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee attended. More hearings are likely to held in due course of time.     
4) To discuss application for License to DGTO by APSA. 
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that on 10.03.2011 PSAA received a letter from DGTO asking to appear for personal hearing with written comments if any in Islamabad on 21.03.2011 alongwith PIFFA and ACAAP. On 12.03.2011 PSAA requested DGTO to hold the hearing in Karachi because all the stakeholders belong to Karachi which he kindly accepted and next hearing will be held in Karachi in due course of time. He added that PSAA had requested DGTO to provide copies of APSA’s letter dated 26.01.2011 and its Memorandum and Articles of Association so we can understand the case properly. 
He added that PSAA has strong and valid reservations on APSA’s application for grant of License because TOO 2007 restricts the grant of License to more than one trade organization in a similar sector. As for the other stakeholders concerned PIFFA and ACAAP have already written letters to DGTO in which they have opposed grant of license to APSA. 

5) To discuss progress on tasks assigned to Mr.Kareem Ispahani which was deferred last time due to his absence.    

Due to the absence of Mr.Kareem Ispahani this item was not discussed.  
6) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.
a) Inland Revenue 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal briefed participants about meeting on 31.03.2011 with Mr.Sajjad Akbar Khan, ADIR, Audit Range-B, Zone-II, and Mr.Mohammad Ali, DCIR, Audit Unit-4, Zone-II, RTO, Karachi to discuss the issue of additional documents required with respect to Freight Tax exemption for Break Bulk/Bulk export cargoes as some members have recently complained that department is asking for some additional documents. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar, Mr.Tariq Haleem, Capt.Javed Iqbal and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended. 
b) Non-payment of Annual Subscription 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that by the final due date i.e. 31.03.2011 some members have not paid the Annual Subscription. Subsequently, he has no choice but to delete their names from the membership list. He requested the participants to use their 
good offices to bring new Ship’s Agents in order to maintain Association’s strength.

The meeting discussed the option of entertaining provisional membership and also try to bring NVOCCs into fold. The participants were of the opinion that it is important to maintain quality instead of going for quantity. It was therefore decided to continue with the existing membership policy i.e. Shipping Agents whose main business is to represent vessels’ Masters and Owners is necessary.   
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar asked Mr.Amir Ali Jamal to prepare a budgetary forecast for the coming year in order to see whether there could be any financial issues.

c) Contribution towards legal charges
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that Mr.M.Abdur Rahman, Legal Consultant agreed to charge his professional fees @ Rs.500,000 instead of Rs.600,000 in respect of meetings, consultations, drafting a reply to show cause notice and appearing before CCP. He added we need funds to face/counter legal issues in future.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has approached through KPT to allow their representatives to board vessels in order to collect data.

It was decided that PMD can provide proforma which can be filled by the vessel’s Master as permission to board vessel cannot be given.
e) Membership Applications 

The application of M/s Chun On Global Logistics (Pvt.) Ltd. was withheld for further deliberation.

There being no other business, the meeting terminated at 17:30 hours with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
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
