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Secretary General 

A meeting of the Executive Committee was held at 3.00 p.m. on Wednesday, 22.02.2012 at Association’s office, Karachi. Proceedings commenced with Tilawat-e-Kalam-e-Pak by Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi. 
1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 16.12.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 

Matters Arising:

a) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that Mr.Khawaja Shams-ul-Islam who had filed our petition in High Court of Sindh against DGTO challenging grant of licence to APSA tried several times to fix urgent hearing but so far he has not succeeded. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar was of the view that according to the TOO rules one can challenge the decision of DGTO within one year after granting of licence. He suggested that PSAA and two other Associations i.e. PIFFA and ACAAP who had earlier resisted granting of licence to APSA should record their protests with Secretary (Commerce). All present agreed to his suggestion.  

b) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that against the target of Rs.17 lacs in order to cover CCP penalty so far we have managed to collect only Rs.225,000 i.e. Rs.25,000 from M/s.Coastal Shipping Services, Rs.1 lac each from M/s.EastWind Shipping and M/s.Ocean Services. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar was of the view that we can generate more funds if serious efforts were made by all of us. 
c) Mr.Asim Saeed Khan informed the meeting that PIFFA organized a successful Customs Workshop on 21.01.2012 for its members at Auditorium of Directorate General of Training and Research where senior Customs officials spoke on different Customs-related topics. The individuals were charged Rs.3,500 per head to attend this workshop. Finally, PIFFA ended with surplus of around Rs.375,000. He suggested PSAA to look into such events.    

d) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal was asked to reply FPCCI letter dated 25.11.2011 requesting Trade Bodies to form CSR (Corporate Social Responsibility) cell.

2) To discuss part payment with respect to Annual Subscription.   

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that according to DGTO rules Annual Subscription period is from April to March. Previously we used to charge for full year no matter when one took membership. However, in order to facilitate new applicants, we have recently charged new applicants on pro-rata basis i.e. Rs.2,000 per month for the remaining period till March in consultation with existing and former Chairmen. He requested the participants to ratify the decision which was done unanimously.   
3) To discuss membership applications. 

The membership application of M/s.Faiz Cargo (Pvt) Ltd. was declined due to inexperience in vessel handling. 

4) To discuss M/s.Ocean Services suggestions regarding tax matters. 

The meeting discussed the email of M/s.Ocean Services dated 06.01.2012 suggesting PSAA to work on fixed sales tax per vessel after ascertaining average fees/charges in order to reduce problems. The participants were of the view that practically this is not possible due to different heads of accounts since some of the taxes are collected by Federal Government and others by Government of Sindh. 

5) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.

a) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal on behalf of all participants congratulated Mr.Mohammed A. Rajpar, on his re-nomination for a second term on the Board of Trustees of KPT and Capt.S.Kamal A.Mahmoodi, on his nomination on the Board of Directors of PNSC by the Federal Government. 
b) Mr.M.H.Khokhar informed that he attended a meeting of Lighthouse Advisory Committee (LHAC) on 16.02.2012. In total disregard to the provisions of Lighthouse Act, 1927, the LHAC revised Light Dues to Rs.7.00 per NRT with effect from 01.04.2012, which is to be reviewed every three years. 
He also raised the issue to amend the Lighthouse Act, 1927 which is now outdated and have several deficiencies and submitted his proposal in this regard. The Chairman agreed to study the proposal in order to recommend appropriate changes in accordance with the rules and regulations.

Mr.M.H.Khokhar suggested that as and when minutes of above mentioned meeting are received from DG P&S/POMMD, PSAA should immediately write to all concerned including Honourable Minister for Ports & Shipping and Secretary requesting to declare proceedings of the said meeting as null and void being contradictory to the Lighthouse Act, 1927.

c) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that Director General (Ports & Shipping Wing) invited PSAA for a meeting on 21.02.2012 to discuss revised schedule of fees to be charged for the services provided by Mercantile Marine Department (MMD). The meeting was chaired by POMMD and was attended by Capt.Javed Iqbal, Capt.Mohammad Inam and Mr.Amir Ali Jamal wherein PSAA emphasized upon minimum enhancement of fees due to depressed shipping activities and increase in other charges, especially in utilities.  


d) Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar enquired status about stuck-up containers. Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that several hearings were held by Advisor, FTO with PSAA and FBR/Customs. In the last hearing FBR/Customs officials assured Advisor, FTO that they are expediting the existing process of auction of cargo so that containers can be returned to Shipping Lines/Agents in time. They also informed about recent foundation stone laying ceremony of Customs auction yard to move the containers from Port for auction in time stating that, once this facility becomes operational, this issue will be resolved.    

e) Mr. Amir Ali Jamal informed that hitherto M/s.GSA House (PSAA’s landlords) has given financial relief to PSAA since inception in the form of extensive discounts both in rent and maintenance i.e. currently charging PSAA Rs.17 per sq ft only as rent whereas actual is Rs. 36 per sq ft.

Likewise, for maintenance, M/s.GSA House is charging at actual without any service charges, Rs.800/- only against 24/7 water facility, security, common area electricity and cleaning whereas actual maintenance cost comes to Rs. 4,100/- per month.

All the participants appreciated the cooperation of M/s.GSA House since last many years and unanimously approved the maintenance to be quantify at actual with effect from July 2011.
