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A meeting of the Executive Committee was held at 03.00 p.m. on Tuesday, 03.10.2013 at Association’s office, Karachi. 

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar, Chairman welcomed all participants at the first EC meeting for the term 2013-2014. 
Matters arising:

a) Sales Tax

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar inquired about issue raised by Mr.Khalid W.Khokhar.

Mr.Syed Tahir Hussain informed previously suppliers were responsible for depositing sales tax into Government kitty on sales made by them whereas now the Government has made buyer responsible to deduct sales tax and deposit the same into Government treasury.

Mr.Khalid W.Khokhar also informed Government is now also demanding sales tax on all types of commission earned.

Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee inquired how many taxes are applicable on Shipping Lines/Agents?

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar replied now there are two taxes i.e. income tax and sales tax.

b) SRB-PRA issue 
Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee informed she met with SRB officials and demanded clarification in order to save members from getting penalized.
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar inquired from Mr.Adil Khan if his company is paying sales tax operating in all provinces.

Mr.Adil Khan replied he has to confirm the same however, he confirmed tax is paid to the province in which a B/L is issued.

Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee inquired whether Shipping lines/Agents should follow B/L issuance or location of port for payment of tax as there is confusion among shipping lines/agents.  
c) DDWS and MMD
Mr.Khalid Khokhar informed DDWS office is not functional for the time being which is alarming in case any incident occurs.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested to raise this issue in next meeting with Director General (Ports and Shipping). 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed he wishes to raise other issues pertaining to MMD along with above mentioned issue.

Capt.Nouman Alvi informed proper appointments should be made in MMD since it is not functioning properly since Capt.Tariq Sardar’s retirement. 
1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 29.08.2013. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 

2) To elect two women on reserved seats on the Executive Committee (if any).

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that as per Trade Organizations Rules, 2007 he invited nominations from all Members regarding two reserved seats for women entrepreneurs on the Executive Committee. There was no response from the Members therefore these seats shall remain vacant for this term 2013-2014.

3) To appoint PSAA nominees on the FPCCI on the Executive Committee and General Body for the term 2014.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that FPCCI has invited nominations of PSAA representatives on its Executive Committee and General Body for the term 2014. He added that there is one reserved seat on the Executive Committee and two seats on the General Body for which we have to submit names to FPCCI.   
It was unanimously decided to nominate Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Senior Vice Chairman on the General Body. 

It was unanimously decided to nominate Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee, Executive Committee Member on the Executive Committee and General Body. 
Both nominees consented to such nominations. As a result following resolutions were adopted:

a) Resolved that Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee of M/s.Orbiter is hereby nominated as PSAA nominee on the Executive Committee and General Body of the FPCCI for the term 2014. Ms. Ava A.Cowasjee has consented to such nominations and she is otherwise qualified.

b) Resolved that Mr.Asim Saeed Khan of M/s.General Maritime (Pvt.) Ltd. and Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee of M/s.Orbiter are hereby nominated as PSAA nominees on the General Body of FPCCI for the term 2014. Mr.Asim Saeed Khan and Ms. Ava A.Cowasjee have consented to such nominations and they are otherwise qualified.

5) To approve schedule of Executive Committee meetings for the term 2013-2014.

6) To approve plan of activities for the term 2013-2014.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the participants that as per procedure we have to approve plan of activities for the term 2013-2014 which was approved by the Committee (Attached Annexure-B).

7) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.

a) Members’ Directory
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed PSAA published its Member’s Directory 2013 from which PSAA generated over one million rupees by advertisements and suggested to publish 2014 issue. All present agreed to his suggestion.

b) LO/LO Charges

Mr.Khalid Khokhar informed depots record LO/LO charges in their books as payable by Shipping Lines/Agents which implies that it is income and will attract tax.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed there are two options:

i) We send advisory to members informing them they may revert to old practice.

ii) We meet with transporters and inform them we are reverting to old practice.

Mr.Asim Saeed suggested we should deal the issue carefully as we faced tremendous trouble during the early months of 2013.  

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested to meet with members in order to devise further course of action, then transporters and lastly inform Government.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that Shipping Lines/Agents can include the tax impact in their charges so that they don’t have to pay tax. Previously during the several meetings held with transporters they repeatedly informed PSAA that they are not bothered about the quantum of the LO/LO charges and their only demand is that LO/LO charges should be collected by the Shipping Lines/Agents in their office instead at depot.

c) Speed Breakers

Ms.Ava A.Cowasjee informed DHA had constructed very dangerous speed breakers on Sunset Boulevard which are very hazardous and can cause accidents due to trucks/trailers using them.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested to write a letter addressed to concerned DHA officials.
